What We Do

NACCRRA leads projects that increase the quality and availability of child care, offers comprehensive training to child care professionals, undertakes groundbreaking research, and advocates child care policies that positively impact the lives of children and families.
Why High-Quality Child Care is Important

Across the nation, nearly 12 million children under age 5 are in child care every week.  Research has shown that the early years, from birth through age 5, are the most critical for brain development and learning.  Eighty percent of a child’s brain develops by age 3, and that number reaches 90 percent by age 5.  High-quality child care—that which incorporates best practices for social, emotional, physical, and intellectual stimulation—maximizes children’s overall development and prepares them to succeed in school and life.
How We Work

NACCRRA achieves its mission through strategic programs and partnerships.  We help parents find child care through our Child Care Aware® program, and we inform and inspire them to be advocates through Parent Central, our online parenting resource.  We help meet the unique child care needs of military families through our Department of Defense initiatives.  We provide technical assistance, training, and support to our CCR&R members working in local communities.  We also conduct pioneering research on child care issues, provide child care policy analysis, and advocate for better child care policies.



Where We Work

NACCRRA works at the national level, helping to shape policy that increases the quality of child care for all families.  We also work at the state level with State Child Care Administrators, and provide support to CCR&Rs at both the state and local levels.
What We Have Accomplished
NACCRRA and CCR&Rs continue to make great progress in building high-quality, affordable child care services by working directly with families, child care providers, and businesses in local communities across the nation.
To date, NACCRRA has worked:

· With CCR&Rs to provide more than 5 million child care consultations and referrals to families each year;

· With CCR&Rs to create more than 450,000 new child care spaces each year;
· To support CCR&Rs in providing training and technical assistance to approximately 500,000 child care providers each year;

· To help more than a million families find child care each year through Child Care Aware®;

· To serve upwards of 2,200 children and 1,600 child care providers through our AmeriCorps/Vista subsidy program;

· To assist more than 2,000 children through our military subsidy programs;
· To administer NACCRRAware, our cutting-edge software program that is used in 46 states to assist 30,000 families each month in locating child care;
· To provide technical assistance and training to hundreds of CCR&Rs across the country.
